This talk will demonstrate how to set up a class that utilizes short poems to enable students to make
progress in their English skills. By starting with the basic elements of a poem and exploring ways to
utilize those elements, students can develop a deeper understanding of how language creates
meaning in a more symbolic text. The reading skills that apply to poems also transfer to song lyrics,
as well as other types of reading, such as non-fiction articles, graded readers, and other materials. By
using an active approach to poems, students also become more motivated and autonomous in their
reading skills. We will focus on poems from all language levels to gain a sense of how poems and song
lyrics can be effective in a class with mixed skill levels. The talk will be interactive, so be prepared to
participate and share your responses and ideas on how to implement the poetic elements in your

classes.
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
