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Project Based Learning (PBL) has emerged as a dynamic, student-centered approach to language education
which can offer learners authentic opportunities for language use and help cultivate practical skills.
However, it may be difficult for teachers unfamiliar with the approach to design projects appropriate for
their learners’ abilities and needs. The presenter offers three such models of projects implemented in a
Japanese high school. In the first, students co-construct a website with peers at a high school in America.
In the second, students conduct research by collecting and analyzing data from their classmates. In the final
project, students organize into a poster presentation, information on global issues in specific countries
around the world. After explaining each of these projects in some detail, the presenter will facilitate a mini-
workshop in which participants are encouraged to think about how they could implement similar projects

in their own teaching contexts.
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
